Dr. Denner says he often tells his students that Tolstoy was a sort of early version of a hippie, an
aristocrat with a vast estate who became an anarchist, a vegetarian, a deeply religious man, who advocated a
simple life and tried to live as much as possible like the peasants of the time. The walk was partly an
expression of his commitment to living simply, as encouraged in the gospels. And, Denner adds, Tolstoy
started the cross-country walks after his wife insisted the family move to Moscow in the winters, to give their
children the traditional introduction to aristocrat

MICHAEL PYLE, DAYTONA ATTORNEY AND AUTHOR, TO SPEAK, APRIL 10

This time Michael Pyle will not be talking about legal matters, or visits in Cuba with his Cuban-born
wife, as he has done for us in the past. Instead his subject will be his novel, White Sugar, Brown Sugar,
recently published. The story is based to some extent on his own
experiences growing up in a still segregated Daytona Beach, in the 50s,
60s and 70s. The central characters are two boys, Jude, who is white
and loosely based on Pyle himself, and Roosevelt, who is black and
entirely fictitious. The family circumstances of the two are wide apart;
affluent, in Jude's case, impoverished, in Roosevelt's. Yet they form a
bond. How they happen to come together in the first place is for the
reader to find out. But that it begins in their youth is established by the
jacket of the book, which shows two pairs of young bare feet, white and
brown, side by side.

I n a report on Pyle and his no
Daytona Ti mes©o, February 23, feat
that young Michael Pyle had little understanding of the racial tensions in
his community and hardly any contact with blacks while growing up.
There was only one black student in his Seabreeze High School
graduating class. However, his parents would not allow in their home
language demeaning of anyone for any reason, even though, as Pyle :
admitted, they were far from being civil rights activists. Among the few { =y S
blacks in Pyle's life when he was young were the family's housekeeper,
who he still considers a friend to this day; her sons, whom he met only a few times, when he would ride
with his mother to take the housekeeper to her home; a couple of yard -men; and Brownie, who worked
at the Yacht Club. He says he vaguely recognized that their lives were different from his, but he had no
