THE "LITTLE FREE LIBRARY" MOVEMENT

Do you have a big old microwave oven that has died? It would be perfect for use as a "little free library." Prop it

up on a sturdy pole or a stack of cinder blocks, fill it with books you love and want to share, and, presto, you ar

neighborhoodtogethernesspromotion big time. Of course the exterior calls for some imaginative decor, so have

some fun with that. But the books will be safe and dry and available to anyone who stops by to browse. "TAKE
BOOK, LEAVE A BOOK" is the principle at work here.
According to the last count more than three thousand of
these little libraries can be found in all fifty states and
around the world.
This movement began in 2009, in Hudson, a little
Wisconsin town, when Todd Bol built a wooden box,
decorated it to look like a oneoom school house, set it up
in his front yard and filled it with books, with a sign offering
them to any passersby for free. He did it as a tribute to his
deceased mother, who had been a teacher and book lover.
When Rick Brooks, an instructor at the University of
Wisconsin's Division of Continuing Studies, in Madison,
heard about Todd's project, he immediately saw how the

idea could be used on a large scale, to promote literacy and to bring books

to isolated U.S. communities which are underserved by public library systems, as well as to impoverished

communities around the world which have no library systems

at all.

So Brooks and Bol decided to collaborate. Both had had

entrepreneurial and international experience, Bol in

international trade and Brooks in furaising for village

libraries in Sri Lanka. Their first small box was placed on a bike

path, which ran close to an art gallery and cafe in Madison. It

was an instant success. So they incorporated their Little Free

Library as a program of the ngoofit, tax-exempt

organization.

Wisconsin Partners for Sustainability has a board of directors

and a clearly definedon-profit mission along with a website:

littlefreelibrary.org. The tiny libraries are mapped on Google.

They are positioned wherever people gather, at schools, in

parking lots, in front of people's homes, at crossroads of all

kinds. Patrons have their favorite libraries, checking often to

see what new books have come in, or to find if books they

have loved and left for others have been from www littlefreelibrary.org

chosen.

Libraries must of course have librarians to look after them. For these little libraries they are called "stewards,
whose work is quite minimal. The boxes must be kept clean, and must be checked periodically to see if they ar:
well stocked. If you or some group ydaelong to wants to start a library, you must first decide on where to place
it. Parks and schools, and parking lots of much frequented stores are all desirable locations. However, permiss
must be secured for placement in public places or on someone else's property, so be prepared to untangle a lit
red tape, though most authorities quickly see the value of the movement and are pleased to support it. The
simplest thing to do is to build your own and put it out next to the sidewalk. If a bench might be near by, so muc
the better.

But the first thing to do is go to the website, where you will find an abundance of information, from a number
of building designs, suggestions of good locations for the libraries, whether to specialize (for instance, for
